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Behold, before me came this great person, learned and sharp in
the entire Talmud and seforim of the Poskim, the gaon Rav Dovid
Castle, shlita, with his composition in hand — a comprehensive
work, great in quantity and grear in quality — the Halachos
and conduct regarding issues between man and his fellow.
